Our record against tonight’s visitors is an
impressive one with six wins from six,
although penalties were needed to decide
matters in the last encounter between the
sides in the Bluefin Insurance Challenge Cup
last season. Hopefully we can continue that
good record here this evening but we will
certainly need to be at our best to make sure
we get the three points from tonight’s
encounter.

It seems a very long time since we were last
at home in the league, indeed it is over five
weeks since we played a Uhlsport Hellenic
League Premier Division fixture at the
Sustain Stadium. We have gone three
Saturday’s without a game in that period and

September.

The one game that has taken place here at
the Sustain Stadium was in the Wiseman
Floodlit Cup where we progressed to the next
round courtesy of a comfortable 3-0 win
against Swindon Supermarine. Two goals for
the returning Brad Pagliaroli who seems to
be playing for about ten different teams this
season!

This cup win was then followed by a 4-2
away win at arch rivals Fairford Town, where
an impressive first half showing saw us score
four times in the opening half. Brad was once
again on the score sheet and will no doubt
have enjoyed the goal given the disgraceful
stamping incident he suffered at the same

ground a few seasons back. Having raced
into such a big lead at the break we can be
forgiven for possibly taking our foot off the
gas and we allowed Fairford to score two of
their own, but the game had effectively been
won with that impressive first half showing.

That away win at Fairford was followed by a
first ever meeting with Pershore Town who
were promoted to the Premier Division at the
end of last season. Trailing 2-0 we came
back to level things up at 2-2 but
unfortunately conceded a third and suffered
our third league defeat of the season. As a
result of the defeat we slipped five places in
the table but have games in hand over five of
the six teams above us in the table. Match
reports from all three games are included in
tonight’s programme.

Since the last programme the Development
Team have played four games, winning three
and losing one. A 4-0 away win against
Salisbury Development was followed by a 4-1
home victory over Shrivenham. Then on
Saturday the Dev Team fell to a 4-2 defeat at
high flying Pewsey Vale and currently sit in
fifth place in the table having made a much
better start than last season.

Another side having a much better season
are the Women’s side who have opened their
campaign with five straight wins, three in the
league and two in the FA Cup. Those two FA
Cup victories have seen the Women'’s side
win £4,800 in prize money with a guaranteed
further £1,000 from the next round, although
another win would bring in a further £4,000
plus a further £1,500 guaranteed from the
next round. If you see the Club Treasurer
with a smile on his face you will know the
reason why.

Enjoy the game and hopefully we will be
celebrating another win to maintain our
100% winning record against Thornbury
Town and a return to winning ways after
Saturday’s defeat.

Steve Green’s Player Portrait

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It is understood that football has been played in
Thornbury from around 1898 and formerly known
as Thornbury Sports became Thornbury Town FC
in the early 1970’s.

1968-69 we became founder members of the
Gloucestershire County League and spectator
figures in excess of 500 were regularly recorded. In
1971 the club finished third in the Gloucestershire
County League and was accepted into the
Western League. However, due to difficulties in
bringing the facilities up to the leagues required
standards were unable to take the next step up.
Relegation to the Bristol Premier Combination
League unfortunately followed in 1976-77.

The following 20+ years saw Thornbury Town
strive to regain their former status, never really
threatening to take the Premier Combination title.
The only success during these lean years was
reaching the final of the GFA Senior Amateur Cup
in 1985-86 and 1989-90 unfortunately on both
occasions loser’'s medals were received.

During the late 1990’s, the Club maintained its
strong focus on developing local talent and this
eventually bore fruit in 1999 when the final of the
Stroud Charity Cup was reached, losing narrowly
to Dursley Town. 2001-02 season saw the
management team of Dave Wiffil and Steve
Burbage take the reins, which brought instant
success winning the Bristol Premier Combination
titte by 13 points and a return to the
Gloucestershire County League. This followed a
run of thirteen consecutive league wins a club
record, which still stands to this day. The league
and cup double eluded the club when they were
defeated by Sea Mills in the League Cup Final.

In preparation for the return to County League
football the summer of 2002 saw a lot of hard work
undertaken on the Mundy facilities with the building
of dug-outs, improved drainage and revamping of
the dressing rooms. All this work appeared to have
been worth while with the club establishing itself
back in the Gloucestershire County league with a
creditable 7th league position for the next three
seasons. Silverware did come our way in 2003-04
when we defeated Taverners on penalties, after a
2-2 draw, to lift the Stroud Charity Cup. The 2003-
04 season, also saw the formation of an Under-
18’s side in order to maintain Youth development
within the club and they gained entry to the
Gloucester County Youth League.

Following a number of indifferent seasons when
relegation back to the Bristol Premier Combination

league was only just averted in 2006-07, a new
management  committee and  first team
management were appointed. Dave Lippiatt took
over as first team manager, coming to the club
from Sea Mills Park bringing with him Carl Derosa
as his assistant. With an initial three / four year
strategy, which came to fruition during the 2009-10
season when after a steady first half to the season
a tremendous winning run of ten league games
saw the Surridge Gloucestershire County League
title won for the first time in the clubs history. 2010
also saw the milestone achievement of the long
awaited coming together of the two local football
clubs “Thornbury Town FC” and “Thornbury
Falcons FC” now under one club management
umbrella of Thornbury Town FC without losing the
heritage and identity of Thornbury Falcons. This
will further enhance the long term development
within the local community for junior, youth and
senior football.

In the 2010-11 season the final of the Les James
Cup Final was reached, which resulted in a penalty
shoot-out disappointment against Henbury Town.
2013-14 saw the U18's in their highest league
position in the Gloucestershire County Youth
League finishing runners-up, which was a
tremendous achievement for the team and
managers Simon Pirie and Mark Franklin.

The 2014-15 season was a very successful season
finishing 4th in the league and winning the Les
James Cup for the first time in the Club’s history.
Andy Davies continued to produce a team of
quality which resulted in a third 4th-place in a row
in Season 2016-17. 2017-18 saw the club finally
succeed in their quest win the Gloucestershire
County League. After a lot of work behind the
scenes to gain planning permission for the
required ground improvements, the club were
accepted into the Hellenic League for the first time
in our history.

Our first season in the Hellenic League saw us
finish a creditable 3rd in Div 1 West and win the
Supplementary Cup. 2019-2020 and 2020-2021
seasons were ruled null and void due to the
Coronavirus pandemic with the team poised to
gain promotion. A restructuring of the football
pyramid has placed us in the Hellenic Premier
Division. With a management team of Richard
Joyce and Gary Kemp in place we look forward to
the season ahead and wish all teams the best of
luck in their endeavours.

What Manager Sam Collier had to say to
Your Sport Swindon ahead of last Saturday’s
trip to Pershore Town

Royal Wootton Bassett Town boss Sam
Collier is gearing up for what he says will be
his side’s “biggest test” in the Hellenic
Premier Division this weekend, writes
George Nash.

Bassett travel to fellow high-flyers Pershore
Town on Saturday for what will be the first
ever meeting between the two teams.

Pershore have been something of the
surprise package so far this season following
their promotion to step five last term after
claiming the Division One title.

Currently occupying sixth spot on the table,
just one place below Bassett, the
Worcestershire-based club look set to
challenge for back-to-back promotions.

Collier's men, however, have themselves
enjoyed a strong start to the season, winning
six of their opening eight league outings.

Bassett have not played since Tuesday 19
September when they beat local rivals
Fairford Town 4-2.

But the Bassett manager insists the break
means his players will be raring to go on
Saturday.

Collier said: “We’re looking forward to the
weekend having not played for a little while.
The Fairford result was a positive one but
that’'s gone now and we need to focus on the
next game.

“Pershore are flying. They haven’t lost many
league games over the last couple of
seasons so I'm sure they’ll have aspirations
of getting into the playoffs this term.

“So we know it's going to be extremely
difficult. They’'ve had some big wins already
this season against some of the better sides
in this league. So it will probably be our
biggest test so far.

Bassett to the four as
unbeaten start continues

Five games into the 2022-23 season and
Royal Wootton Bassett Town's Men's First
Team are still unbeaten. An impressive 4-1
home triumph against Thornbury Town
helped secure that achievement for Sam
Collier's side as they also made it two wins
from their opening three Hellenic League
Premier Division fixtures.

In an open contest whose entertainment
value was enhanced by the cooler
temperature and - much needed - rain that
contributed towards a slick surface at the
Sustain Stadium, Bassett powered to victory
thanks to three second half goals.

The home side had led at the break, with
Alfie Presley connecting with a Bailey
Gallagher cross to head Bassett in front
after just eight minutes.

But in truth it had been an even first half.

Both sides passed the ball around well, with
Thornbury appearing a much improved outfit
from that which faced and lost to Bassett on
three occasions during their debut step five
campaign.

Spearheaded by a dynamic central midfield
performance from man of the match Jack
Hobson-McVeigh, Chris Taylor and Tommy
Quldridge, Bassett did start to get on top as
half time neared with debutant Luke
Matthews forcing a good save from
Mackenzie Welsh on the stroke of half time.

That was a sign of things to come after the
restart, with Bassett quick out of the blocks.

Early pressure eventually told as brilliant
work from Matt Bennett turned his marker
inside out and the forward crossed to the far
post where Louis Spalding was on hannd to
head home just before the hour.

Up to this point it had been all Bassett, but a
lapse shortly after scoring almost allowed
Thornbury to reduce their arrears with Matt
Crowther forced to pay close attention to a
shot that went narrowly wide.

After Bennett had been thwarted by Welsh
after a jinking run, the veterans marksman
eventually got the goal his performance
deserved as he started and finished a swift
move. Bennett sprayed a crossfield pass to
Gallagher whose fine cross was met by
Bennett at the far post to make a third
headed goal of the night for Bassett.

The game was not yet over though.

Thornbury grabbed a lifeline through a Luke
Franklin stunner. And that seemed to
unsettle Bassett for a period.

However, any nerves were eventually
settled when Kai Robinson wrested back
possesion with a strong tackle. He then
passed to Gallagher whose through ball split
the Thornbury defence, allowing Ouldridge -
who had timed his run perfectly - to latch on
and coolly slot past Welsh.

All in all, it continued what - on the whole -
has been a strong start to the campaign
results-wise,  with  this  performance
competing with that at Windsor for the
honour of being the best so far this season.

It may not have been a game that lives long
in the memory for those in attendance, and it
certainly wasn't Royal Wootton Bassett
Town's best performance of the season.

A Brad Pagliaroli double helped Royal Wootton
Bassett Town to a comfortable 3-0 win against
Swindon Supermarine Development in the
Wiseman Lighting Floodlit Cup.

A competition which for most Hellenic League
teams is typically down the pecking order in terms
of priorities, Bassett boss Sam Collier used the
occasion to shuffle his pack. With a few faces
rested ahead of another busy few weeks, Collier
gave debuts to new signing Kyle Gibbs and
impressive Development team forward Ackeem
Stewart, as well as starting Pagliaroli - a familiar
face who has began this season with Isthmian
League South Central Division side Uxbridge.

As with his one appearance last season against
Roman Glass St George, Pagliaroli's latest cameo
was a successful one.

Both of his goals were trademark Pagliaroli
finishes.

The first, shortly before half time, saw him dispatch
a finely struck curled effort from the edge of the
area into the top right corner.

His second - and Bassett's third - then saw
Pagliaroli cut inside from the right, fashion enough
room to shoot and arrow a laser beyond a helpless
Matthew Goldfinch in the Supermarine goal with
the wand of a left foot that he possesses.

Sandwiched in between those two strikes,
youngster Spencer Bowen scored his maiden
Men's First Team goal early in the second half with
another impressive finish.

Overall, Bassett progressed in a relatively
untroubled manner against their Hellenic League
Division Two Central opponents.

Bassett had to be patient for their opener though in
a half in which they created a number of chances.
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Pagliaroli dragged across the face of goal early on
following a neat move involving Jowan Partridge,
Tommy Ouldridge and Stewart. After Kai Robinson
flashed wide, Pagliaroli then saw a stabbed effort
that caught a deflection tipped over by Goldfinch.

The Supermarine 'keeper then parried from an
Ouldridge close range shot, with Waldon steering
the deflection narrowly over.

It wasn't all Bassett though. A rare lapse from
Harry Pickering saw his attempted pass out to the
right fall short of its target. Sam White was the
fortunate recipient of the pass and he quickly
squared inside to an unmarked Ben Cleary who
could only fire over.

Goldfinch palmed another Pagliaroli attempt over,
but he could do little to prevent the Bassett
dangerman's next attempt after neat interplay
between Robinson and Stewart and some fancy
footwork for the scorer to make space for the shot.

It could have then been two before the break, but
the post was on hand to deny Waldon.

Early in the second period Goldfinch stooped low
to fist away another Pagliaroli drive, but there was
again little he could to do to prevent Bassett's
delightful second. Receiving a pass from Adam
Corcoran on the left wing, Bowen played a neat
one-two with Stewart, whose backheel set the
youngster free. And Bowen proceeded to
confidently round Goldfinch and coolly slot in.

After Stewart curled narrowly over, Pickering had
to be at his best to preserve Bassett's advantage.
Sam Sanger broke forward after intercepting a
pass before feeding Cleary with a through ball that
left him goalside of Corcoran. But Pickering
swatted away Cleary's shot before having to
recover quickly to parry from Sanger's rebound
effort.

Having survived that scare, Pagliaroli soon
banished any faint hopes Supermarine had of
staying in the match with his excellent second that
made it 3-0.

As unloved as the Floodlit Cup may be, it does
offer a good opportunity to win a trophy -
something Bassett have not done since the 2000-
01 season.

Collier and his team now find themselves in the
last sixteen - with the question now being whether
to give serious effort to going as far as possible.

Four goal flurry sees off Reds

A stunning four goal first half display delivered an
emphatic 4-2 derby victory away against Fairford
Town as Sam Collier's side maintained their fine
start to the Hellenic League Premier Division
season.

Collier was absent from the dugout for the game
but will have been grinning from ear to ear as goal
updates flowed in during the opening half.

Bassett put Fairford to the sword as everything
seemed to come together in a blistering 15
minutes of football.

The floodgates opened on the 20 minute mark.
Bassett were awarded a penalty following a
clumsy tackle from behind on Louis Spalding and
Matt Jones rammed home to put the visitors
ahead.

Bassett's lead was then soon doubled. Trying to
play out from the back, Fairford sloppily gave the
ball away. Connor Waldon charged down the left

before the ball was worked across through Chris
Taylor and Sam Packer to Brad Pagliaroli who
deftly curled a beautiful first time effort into the top
corner from the edge of the box.

Leading scorer Waldon was keen to get in on the
act and duly did so after half an hour. A Fairford
counter was broken up by Jowan Partridge who
sent a ball over the top into the right corner for
Jones, who steered in a towering cross that
Waldon guided in with a stooping back post
header.

Sam Packer then grabbed his first of the campaign
to make it 4-0 with ten minutes still left to play until
the interval. More woeful defending was seized
upon, this time by Pagliaroli, who - shortly after
seizing possession - threaded a defence splitting
through pass which Packer raced onto before
coolly slotting beneath helpless home 'keeper Ben
Mitchell.

Bassett had the ball in the net again before the
interval but an offside flag denied Waldon a
second headed effort from Jones' free kick.

THE FA Cup first round proper will
always be the Holy Grail for the majority
of Non-League clubs.

Yes, of course, the third round proper
can be - and often is - the stuff of
fairytales.

But, for most, getting to the first round
would be something talked about for
years to come - especially if that ideal
draw comes out.

It's not just about the finances, although
they are huge and can help a club
immeasurably. But it's also the profile it
can bring to a small town or village, the
increased interest and, ultimately, the
memories for  the hard-working
volunteers who give their time and
energy.

The dream is already on hold for another
year at least for hundreds of clubs. The
cards of defeat dealt while the summer
evenings are still with us.

For others, it inched that bit closer last
weekend - and in midweek - following
the second round qualifying games.

The third round qualifying draw was
released on Monday lunchtime with just
two wins required to get into that famous
first round proper hat in front of the live
TV cameras.

But perhaps that doesn't tell the full
depth of story in the FA Cup. With so
many former ex-Football League clubs
now in Non-League, these days the
fourth round qualifying almost has the
same feel of the first round proper.

Take last season when Anstey Nomads
welcomed Chesterfield at that stage. Not
many people at Coalville Town will forget
their upset of Notts County on the same

say South Shields stunned then-Step 1
Scunthorpe  United and Southern
League Needham Market beat

Notts obviously ended up back in the
Football League while Scunny and the
Stones dropped down - making them big
draws in these two qualifying rounds
before the Step 1 clubs enter.

whole club.

"We've got 400 youth players, boys and
girls, a fantastic women's section," he
said. "The players and staff are all
getting loads of messages saying,
unbelievable, well done.

"l dropped a message to the chairman to
say, 'You guys deserve as much praise
as anyone else for this. You've put it
together'. They deserve a lot of credit.
Let's enjoy it."

Throw in AFC Stoneham taking on
Yeovil Town, Larkhall Athletic welcoming
city neighbours Bath City and Tadcaster
Albion giving Chester a scare on the
BBC's red button.

The feel-good stories come long before
the first round proper.
